Recommendations are based on broad consultations over a
lengthy time period including:

Recommendations include:

o Organ cleaning (begun last summer and to be completed this summer)

o Removal of the elevated area where the Communion Table sits

o Addition of a screen and projector (computerized) for AV capability
Removal of rood beam from present location with relocation to front of balcony

A rendering (drawing) of the proposed solution was presented to assist in understanding the proposal. Rec-
ommendations can be staged as budget permits.
